JMC Scholarship

Purpose: To support disadvantaged women from developing countries under-
represented in Thunderbird's student body.

Criteria: Preference given to women from developing countries under-represented in
Thunderbird's student body; however, if no qualified women apply, men will be
considered.
« For continuing students in the Full-Time Traditional, Accelerated MBA degree
programs or MA/MS degree programs.
« Students in their second, third or fourth term are eligible to apply.
« Students must have a cumulative Thunderbird GPA of 3.2 or better.
« Students should demonstrate financial need based on need statement and 1-20.
« Students must submit to Financial Aid: current resume plus a one-page double-spaced
essay that shows a clear intention to return to their home region to live out the
Thunderbird mission of creating sustainable prosperity.

Process: Students will submit a resume, a two-page essay that shows a clear intention to
return to their home region to live out the Thunderbird mission of creating sustainable
prosperity and a statement discussing their financial need and how the scholarship would
be of assistance. The Scholarship Committee will review all applications and select the
recipient.

Award Amount: One award, amount based on spendable allocation.
